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Data Debrief

 Overall homeless count: the number of people HMIS shows as homeless on a month-to-month basis
is higher this year

« Entering homelessness: the number of people newly identified as homeless on a month-to-month
basis is lower this year,

« Leaving homelessness: exits to permanent housing are lower this year
« Market forces: vacancy rates are lower and rental rates are higher

« Evidence points to better data coverage and (likely) more people experiencing homelessness
